Vision for Street Works. To further help make this Vision a reality on Tuesday 8th September 2009, 

industry representatives attended an NJUG Street Works Workshop, sponsored by Enzen Global, 

and held at Stamford Bridge in London.

Throughout the course of the day, an end-to-end walk through of the work process from initiation 
to completion was undertaken, to identify common issues where the process breaks down that 

result in a failure to comply with legislation or optimise occupation. Key reasons for non-compliance 

or poor occupation were identified; and ways to control & manage key activities to deliver a compliant, 

high quality, safe & collaborative street works model were short-listed. The outcomes of the sessions 

are currently being collated and will be released shortly to demonstrate the efforts of the Industry to 

implement and further improve the standard of their works.
